Girls are now able to take ownership of their
participation in the Award, each girl running
her own eDofE account and thus recording
her targets for each section and then tracking
her progress and attaching evidence to
demonstrate her involvement. Some girls have
found this difficult, but everyone is learning
from the first year of the programme, and |
anticipate that completing records on-line will
become increasingly easy in future years.

King Award 2010

The lvy King Award was established in 1993
by Gwen King in memory of her sister, Ivy
King, Ivy King being one of the two
foundresses of Rye St Antony and living here
at school until her death at the age of 94 on 26
March 1993.

Miss Gwen wished the award to recognise
merit and support need in areas of individual
talent and endeavour. After Ivy’s death, Gwen
continued to live here at school until her own
death at the age of 99 on 9 July 2000,
following which her memorial fund and the
monies left to Rye in her will were added to
the original fund, and the award renamed The
King Award.
